A house concert usually consists of two 30-40 minute sets of music with an intermission in between, or can run straight through for about an hour.  Mike has all the equipment needed for a backyard event or the intimacy of a living room concert.  In addition, Mike works with a number of different musicians who support his music/ministry and may be available depending on musician schedules.
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
